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On today at approximately 00:28 A.M. the Opelousas Police Dept. responded to a call of a person
lying on the ground bleeding, near the intersection of N. Market and Occidental Streets. Upon
responding officers located Mr. John Lazard lying in the roadway with a stab wound to the left
chest area. Mr. Lazard was taken to Opelousas General Hospital by ambulance to be treated for his
injuries. He is currently in the ICU unit listed in guarded condition. A further investigation
revealed that Mr. Lazard at some point was involved in a disturbance with two other persons. Mr.
Cedric Keith Leblanc, and Mr. Lee Herbert Moreau. Preliminary investigation indicated that the
three men were involved in some type of attempted drug transaction that turned sour and resulted
in Mr. Leblanc and Mr. Moreau attacking Mr. Lazard. It was determined that Mr. Moreau beat on
Mr. Lazard, while Mr. Leblanc stabbed him in the chest with a knife. The investigation is ongoing
and more details will be released when they are available. Any one with information regarding this
incident or on the whereabouts of Mr. Cedric Ketih Leblanc is asked the contact the Opelousas
Police Dept Special Operations section at 337-948-2591 or the main OPD number at 337-948-2500.
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Mr. Lee Herbert Moreau, has been booked in the Opelousas Police Dept. jail for Attempted First
