Armed Robbery Suspect Carl White Jr. is in the custody of the Opelousas
Police tonight.

On today, Carl White Jr. (29yr old) turned himself into the Opelousas Police
Department without incident. White has been on the run following a reported
August 17, 2011 Armed Robbery that took place at the Mobile Station in the city
limits of Opelousas.

On that evening, a masked man entered the place of business shortly after
10:30P.M. dressed in camouflage and robbed the cashier at gun point. The subjects
got away with an undetermined amount of money.

According to Investigators, The subjects were identified as Patrick Johnson and
Carl White Jr. both of Opelousas Louisiana. Arrest warrants were obtained for
both suspects and forwarded to the U.S. Marshalls. On Friday 9/16/11 Johnson was
captured in Baton Rouge La. by the U.S. Marshalls and returned to the Opelousas
area where he was charged with Armed Robbery. Johnson went before a judge and
is currently being held at the St. Landry Parish Jail without bond. If convicted both
Carl White Jr. and Patrick Johnson could face up to 99 years for their alleged
involment.
