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    The Opelousas Police Department has arrested several individuals in connection with two 

shootings that occurred in the Ina Claire Drive area over a three night period.  Officers with 

the Opelousas Police Department responded to shootings on Ina Clare Dr on the night of May 

31, and June 1, 2010. Gratefully no one was injured as a result of these shootings.  Responding 

officers were unable to apprehend any suspects at the initial reports of the incidents.  After 

obtaining information from witnesses in the area officers were able to develop enough 

information to obtain arrest warrants for three individuals, an these individuals have since 

been arrested : Dionne “Fred” Lamb 25, of 1020 Roseann Street Opelousas, La., Donquarus 

Taylor 19 of 1014 Emma St. Opelousas, La. and Justin Lewis 19 of 1618 Linwood Loop, all 

three were charged with aggravated Assault with a firearm, and Felon in possession of a 

firearm.  All of these individuals are part of a long standing feud between persons who 

represent different geographical locations of the city of Opelousas. Namely what is known as 

the “Northend” and the “Southside”.  A minor that was involved in the incident is also being 

sought for questioning, and may also be charged in this matter. All of the listed individuals 

have extensive and violent criminal backgrounds and for now will remain behind bars for 

quite sometime.
